· Other entities to be included in this facility (collaborative work space, study rooms, group study areas)

· Services—computer repair, writing center, coffeeshop, classrooms, etc.
· And so on…..
Jackie will make an initial list of what’s currently in the LRC—by no means a complete list, but with this committee adding to it in the future as well as the rest of the faculty, the list will be varied and long.  Every discipline will have an idea of what they like and want to see included/excluded as services in the LRC.  Having group discussions with the faculty was an idea, as was getting ASNMU involved and the Graduate Student Union.
