Pursuant to the memorandum of October 15, 2015, I am pleased to approve the following recommendations of the Academic Senate from its October 13, 2015 meeting.  
A. General Education Committee (GEC) recommendation to change the implementation date for the General Education Program, the Written English Competency University Graduation Requirement, and Mathematics Competency University Graduation Requirement to Fall 2017.  This is a change from the approved date of Fall 2016.
B. Graduate Programs Committee (GPC) recommendations:

1. Graduate faculty status for 16 faculty.
2. Suspension of the Training and Performance Improvement Graduate Program. The program will be wound down during the 2015-2016 academic year with final termination in August 2016.
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
