Big Green Idea:  Campus Garden

“To forget how to dig the earth and tend the soil is to forget ourselves.” - Gandhi
Main Idea:  In Summer 2009, NMU will create a campus and community garden for organizations and individuals to grow their own organic produce.  The produce can either be kept or sold to Dining Services to be used in the Den.  

Costs of Plot:  $20/8x12 ft. plot per season

Educational Aspect:  Provide training and workshops for those that have plots over the spring, summer, and fall.  Involve summer classes (geography, biology, horticulture, environmental science) in having their own plot.  Interns could help lead, create newsletter, and assist with workshops. 

Sustainability Committee Involvement:  Provide garden shed with community garden tools, hire a part-time director for campus garden, provide work/study positions or internship program, begin structure and organization of campus garden.  

Funding:  Donations from institutions and organizations (Seeds of Change, ASNMU, Nature Conservancy, Marquette Food Co-op, NMU)

Other Details:  Host annual Farm Festival every year, would help rid dining services of food waste that could be composted.
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
