2006-07 Combined Room and Board Rate Information

For 2006-07, the cost of a double room assignment ($3,184) plus the Constant Meal Pass ($3,508) will total $6,692. This is a $380
(6%) increase from the 2005-06 cost for a double room plus the constant meal plan. The extra charge for a single room assignment
is $1,100, the same as it was for 2005-06. The single room rate ($4,284) plus the Constant Meal Pass ($3,508) will total $7,792 for
2006-07.

As in the past, all students living on campus are required to be on one of several meal plans. The meal plan options available will
depend on the student’s residence hall assignment and his or her class standing. All freshman students assigned to any residence
hall, except those assigned to Spooner Hall, will be required to be on the Constant Meal Pass, this program provides the student with
‘all-you-care-to-eat™ access to food served in either the Quad I dining room or the Wildcat Den, plus $150 in “‘dining dollars’ to be
used for purchases in any facility operated by Dining Services. All other students who have achieved at least sophomore status may
choose from the Constant Pass, the Any-14 Meal Pass, which includes $200 in dining dollars; or the Any-5 Meal Pass, which
includes $556 in dining dollars. These dining dollar amounts are the same as they were for 2005-06. Students assigned to Spooner
Hall may choose from any of the meal plans listed above or may choose the Spooner Hall Meal Plan, the entire amount to be used as
dining dollars.
