	It was nice to be exposed to ways of teaching that I had not come in contact with before or thought of doing. I also found it helpful to hear the experiences that another person who is currently in my field.

	Some of the major advantages of project-oriented learning are:    Interacting with community members to get a better understanding of each other. 	The person with whom I did my observation with tried to talk me out of my career goals and criticized much of what I said, which I found to be quite disrespectful.
